BSA Troop 129 Outing Guidelines

May 5, 2010
At Camp

· Pre-plan the duty roster

· No more than 3 in a tent

· No candy/sweets/soda in camp 

· Stress the personal first aid kit – each Scout should bring one.

· Control use of Frisbee/footballs

· Stress cleanliness, tooth brushing

· Lyle - Shower on Wed if they haven’t already by then. Ask each boy Wednesday morning; if they haven’t, they will know it is expected.
Daily routine

· Cover our woodpile. Lyle - Can the big woodpile (or at least part of it) be covered?

· Put everything away at night

· Have the older scouts help the younger ones more

· Lyle - Read the Swishy Leaf daily at breakfast

· Lyle - Get fires started earlier. Build the night before in the sheepherders

· Have the fire buckets/jugs all full at the end of each meal

· Lyle - Always have at least one adult at flag ceremony and one or more scouts
Pack and go

· Lyle - Take things down wet, don’t stop for breakfast (lose all momentum and motivation)

Scouts who wish to leave the campsite / area must obtain permission, check out and check in with an adult at a specified time/place. Buddy system is always required.

Late Arrivals / Early Departures to or from Outings

· Late arrivals check-in with outing leader as soon as they arrive and prior to their parent/guardian departing

· Early departures must be pre-planned and approved by the event leader
Tips for Leaders

· 2-deep leadership at all times

· Assign one adult for meds and have a checklist

· Lyle - Daily checks of injuries/log

· Call parents if kids get injured as a heads up.

· Pre-assign roles and meet with parents/leaders before outing.

Behavior

· Lyle - Daily meetings with the adults so we can all hear about issues, what’s going on, mood, etc.

· Always tell Scoutmaster about issues, even small. Multiple small issues may add up to a big issue or show a developing  pattern
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Menus are planned to be healthy and balanced, and quantities are purchased based on the number of people expected. Scouts are discouraged from bringing additional food and snacks, as it results in “haves” and “have not” situation, as well as throwing off the quantities.

· If there are special dietary needs (medically-based), these should be discussed with troop leaders or campout coordinator. If Leaders / adults have special dietary needs (i.e., cravings that cannot be refrained) different from what the Scouts have planned, this consumption should be done discretely.
· PB&J and other supplemental foods (oatmeal, granola bars) are kept on hand to prevent starvation.

· In keeping with healthy guidelines, no soda, candy, or non-menu sweets should be brought on a camping trip.
